
Day 1: Departure from the USA

Day 2: Rome Welcome to Rome
where your CHA Tour Director is
waiting to escort you to your hotel.
Later, get to know the “Eternal City”
on a CHA Walking Tour.

Day 3: Rome-(Catacombs) An
expert local guide will introduce
you to the treasures of Rome on
your morning sightseeing tour.
Begin in Vatican City with visits
to St. Peter’s Basilica, the Catholic
world’s largest church, and the
Sistine Chapel where you’ll admire
Michelangelo’s superbly-painted

ceiling. Then learn more about the
ancient Roman civilization as you
see the Circus Maximus, Capitoline
Hill, the Arch of Constantine, and
the sprawling ruins of the Roman
Forum on the Sacred Way, the
famous street of ancient Rome
along which victorious generals
rode in triumphal procession. Your
sightseeing highlight is a visit to
the Colosseum, the world’s most
glorious surviving Roman am-
phitheatre, where gladiators and
beasts once fought. On your
free afternoon, take an optional
excursion to visit the ancient cata-

combs, the underground burial
chambers of Roman Christians.

Day 4: Rome-(Pompeii) Enjoy a
free day to explore Rome or join
our optional excursion to the
ancient city of Pompeii, once
buried by the eruption of Mount
Vesuvius in 79 A.D.

Day 5: Rome-Assisi-Florence
Today’s journey leads to serene
Assisi where you’ll marvel at
Cimabue’s and Giotto’s moving
frescoes inside the Basilica of
St. Francis. Continue to Florence,
home of Dante and Machiavelli.
Tonight, join your Tour Director
on an Evening Walking Tour.

Day 6: Florence The Italian
Renaissance is revealed on your
guided sightseeing of Florence.
See Giotto’s Bell Tower, the Church
of Santa Croce, the Baptistry’s
bronze doors, and the Piazza della
Signoria, the city’s political center.
Included are visits to the Duomo,
the city’s extraordinary cathedral,
and the Galleria dell’Accademia to
admire Michelangelo’s “David.”
You’ll also observe Florentine
craftsmen at work in a leather-
making demonstration at a local
Leather Factory. Your afternoon is
free for a walk across the Ponte
Vecchio or shopping for local
handicrafts.

Day 7: Florence-Pisa-Venice
Today’s highlight is a stop in the
charming maritime town of Pisa.
In the Piazza dei Miracoli, admire
the amazing Leaning Tower and
visit the medieval Cathedral and
the Baptistry. Proceed to Venice,
the “Jewel of the Adriatic.”

Day 8: Venice The romantic charms
of Venice are yours to discover on
this morning’s guided sightseeing
tour. Featured are the 14th-century
Doges’ Palace, the Bridge of Sighs,
and Piazza San Marco. Included are
visits to St. Mark’s Basilica, one of
the world’s most magnificent
churches, and a local Glass Factory
where you will observe how world-
renowned Venetian glass is made.
The afternoon is free for a gondola
ride through the city’s canals.

Drive to Milan where you board
your return flight.
