· If you have a long project to complete, you may want to start testing immediately, if your project has been approved.  See me if you have questions.

Important Dates:

Friday, September 30th- Topic sheet due to Ms.Kniepkamp. It must be completely filled out. Remember you cannot do testing of products. (ex: which type carpet cleaner takes out soda better?)
Wednesday, October 19th – Reference list is due to Ms.Kniepkamp.   This is the background information on your topic and you will use it to write your Review of Literature.  You must have a minimum of 5 references, include at least two different types of reference material.  Put into references format (see Format for Reference List and Researching the Topic pages in the yellow guide).  Also turn in any revised topics by this date.

Friday, November 4th – Typed Experimental Plan due to Ms.Kniepkamp  

1. Scientific Method- See “Using the Scientific Method” section of your project booklet or appendix in textbook. This info will be put together to make the abstract when finalized.

The plan should include the following in this order:

a.   Purpose (problem or topic)- What knowledge are you trying to gain?  
b. Hypothesis written in an if…then statement.  Hypothesis must be able to be   

      tested.  

c. Methods of Procedure of experiment written.(See “Planning the Experiment” 

      section of booklet).  Detailed steps should be used.
d. List of materials – Don’t forget to use metric measurement for everything!

November- Dec. 8th – Write your Review of Literature (background information on your topic).  It should be at least 3 pages double spaced and include all necessary information to understand your project. Complete your Abstract.
Friday, Dec. 9th   - Typed Abstract and Review of Literature Due (not the entire project).  This is the background information of your project. You may not be done with your research yet.    Include all knowledge you needed to do your project.  Put into your own words!  Make sure you use citations in your R of L to your references.  See Format for Citations page in the guide.  See my website for templates for the abstract and the safety sheet in Word format.  You can download, type and print your information.  Use your experimental plan to make your abstract.  Points will be taken off for lack of and improper citation.
Friday, Dec. 9th – Last day to sign up for Science fair TBA (mid January) 

Present- Jan. 6th  -Conduct further tests and gather data.  Organize information and data.  You need a date table and graph.  Put together Written Report.  See Correct order for the Written Report page in the guide.  It is to include all of those twelve things in the proper order.  Don’t forget to discuss the results (data) in paragraph form (explanation and interpretation).  Include a conclusion in paragraph form interpreting the data and results and referring to the purpose and hypothesis.

Friday, January 6th –  Revised abstracts are due to Ms.Kniepkamp on this date to compete.   Bonus Points will be given based on place in the competition.  

Friday, Jan 6th – Complete Final Research Paper/Project (“Written Report”) is due to Ms.Kniepkamp at the beginning of class.  It must be typed. See Ms.Kniepkamp for passes to the computer lab during study hall if you need to use computers.  Hayner Library also has great computers you can use, even at the Alton Square location.  This project/paper is worth 210 points.  Written Reports will be returned graded and corrected before Science Fair competition with time for changes.  Don’t forget- this has twelve parts to it and needs to be in the proper order. Photos taken should be put at the end of the written report after the conclusion.  Include captions to show what the photos are.  

Critique your written report before you turn it in! Check your content for missing items and the proper order of your written report.  Your grade will be calculated using the two-paged rubric in the very back of your packet.  

Points = 105 (doubled = 210 total points towards second semester grade

Jan 6- Jan. 27th  Work on Display for the Science Fair Competition (if competing).  See “The Display” guide in project booklet.  Don’t forget items on the board.  Make display attractive, but professional…this is high school. Use color to enhance, but keep tasteful.  See me if you have questions. Photos/drawings/graphs, etc. can be used to enhance your board, but limit it to a few.   No live/dead animals allowed.  Don’t forget endorsements. Review the handout “When talking to a judge” to help you prepare.  Be sure to revise project before competition.
January 27th – Alton District Science Fair at AHS cafeteria.  Be sure to bring your written report.  Exhibit a copy of your abstract and safety sheet on the back of your display board.  Dress nicely.  Be prepared to discuss all parts of your research project with the judges.  Bring photos and props to display. 
An agenda for the day will be handed out the week before the competition.  Normally high school is in the morning.
