Instructions for biology News Articles

1.  The must be about Biology.  This includes medicine, humans, animals, genetics, research, DNA, diseases, colds, cancer, etc.

Unacceptable topics include:  earthquakes, space travel, floods, weather, volcanoes, crime, etc.

2. Complete sentences must be used.  Points will be deducted for incomplete sentences.  

Include the name and date of the newspaper.  Report on the following items:

WHEN:  Use the date the incident occurred.  If no reference is given, use the date of the newspaper.  Give the month, day and year.

WHERE:  Read the article!!!!  Often the location is given in capital letters at the very beginning of the article.  Sometimes more than one place may be given.  Give both the city and the state.

WHO:  Use the name(s) of the people involved.

WHAT:  This should be a short paragraph describing the contents of the article.  This portion should consist of a minimum of five sentences.

HOW:  Describe how the article affects you personally either directly or indirectly.  It may affect how you act, think or feel.  This sentence should be written first person (I think….)

3.  The newspaper article must be attached to back of the write-up by  staple, paperclip, clue or tape,etc.  Any unattached articles will be given a zero.

4.  Magazine/journal articles will not be accepted.

*Old newspapers can be found in the library.  Ask permission and the librarian will give you old newspapers.  

*Internet news articles will be accepted as long as they are printed from a reputable source (New York Times, USA Today, Chicago Sun Times, etc. )  Big name papers only.  No “yahoo news,” etc.
