2. Why do you think they are designed this way? 

3. What did the inside of the snake’s mouth look like? 

4.  How are their hearts different than a crocodile heart? 

5. Why might a snake like this not require a four-chambered heart? 

6. Is your specimen's stomach empty or full? If full, open it up and describe what it had eaten!

7. Did the fat bodies in your snake look similar or different to those in your frog? Explain. 

8. What do you notice about the shape of most of the snake intestines? Why aren’t our intestines shaped like that? 
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
